IMPORTANT PICTURE INSTRUCTIONS  
 
Either Option should be submitted no later than 1-08-10. 
 
A. Mail Option:  5x7 photo with cut lines to the IESA office.  
 
B. Electronic Option:  Submit electronically through Entry Center.  Follow the directions 
below. 
 
1.  Digital Photographs:  THIS IS THE OPTION WE PREFER.   
 

• Preferably select a resolution of 150 dpi. 
• Take the photo in a well-lit area (no shadows). 
• Fill the entire frame (get as close to the team as possible). 
• Try one with flash and one without to test for best result. 
• When taking pictures outdoors beware of shadows cast by objects such as bows, 

poms, etc.  Try to take the picture with the sun high in the sky. 
 
2.  Scanned Photographs:  If you must scan a photo, please talk to a technical staff 
     member. 
 

• Scan at a resolution of 150. 
• Your scan should be approximately 500 pixels wide (probably wider than your 

computer screen at 100%). 
 
3.  Save the file with a .JPG extension. 
 
4.  On the Entry Center menu, click the Team Photo & Cut Lines link. 
 

• Click the Browse button to locate and select your photo and hit UPLOAD. 
• Enter your cut lines, Front Row to Back Row, left to right. 
• Click the UPLOAD button again to save your cut lines.
