e They reflect good sportsmanship in their message and use.

o They reflect indentification and encouragement to participants and their school/community.

e They are not displayed on the field of play or in a manner which interferes with play.

o They do not obstruct the view of participants or spectators

e They are not a safety hazard.

All light sticks and artificial noise-making devices shall be excluded from the playing area.
Tournament managers should not permit spectators to bring megaphones into the playing area for
cheering purposes. Cheerleaders may use megaphones for cheering purposes
